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No dudent organization shdl employ a program of sudent initiation/pledge
education which indludes “hazing.”

Hazing shal be defined as:

A.

Any action taken or dtuation created, whether on or off college or university
property, which is life-threstening to the individud or are intended to hurt or
to humiliate physicaly or mentaly.
Kidnapping, paddling, dapping, branding, burning with cigarette, or any such
activities which are life-threatening to the individud or are intended to hurt or
to humiliate physicaly or mentaly.

Hazing may indude but is not limited to the following activities when thee
activities ae life-threatening or intended to hurt or to humiliale physcdly or

mentaly:

A. physcd execise, scavenger hunts, road trips, any activity resulting in
excessve fatigue, physica or psychologica shocks,

B. wearing appard which is uncomfortable to the individud or, if worn publicly,
is conspicuous or not normally in good taste;

C. engaging in public sunts or buffoonery, har cutting, mordly degrading or
humilisting games or activities, giving of food or drink (alcoholic or non
acohalic) which is distasteful or designed to provoke nausea or inebriation;

D. any form of verbd harassment, any action or dtuation which subjugates an
individud to a condition where he/she might tend to lose sdlf-respect or suffer
injury to persond or rdigious values,

E. any activities which interfere with the sudent’ s scholagtic respongibilities

F. theuse of obscenities and vulgaritiesin dress, language, or action
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V. It shdl be the duty of al current and potentid student organization members and
pledges to report immediately, in writing, any violation of this policy to the
gopropriate inditution adminigrator.  Any violation of this policy shdl be
investigated and appropriate disciplinary action taken.
